Some of the
organisations referred to by the Deputy are involved in the provision of health services, and are funded
directly for such services by the Health Service Executive. Information in relation to this funding is not
readily available. However I have asked the Health Service Executive to supply this information to me and
I will forward it to the Deputy as soon as possible.
In addition, a discretionary National Lottery fund is administered by my Department and in 2010 the Good
Shepherd Services in Cork received €1,500 towards training costs.
